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Microsoft have recently warned that scammers are sending fake emails designed to
fool users into downloading malware in the belief they are keeping their PCs secure.

Describing themselves as an "experimental private version of an update for all Microsoft Windows
OS users", the e-mails instruct the user to open an attachment, which is actually a malicious “Trojan
Horse” program known as Win32/Haxdoor. This Trojan can record personal information, such as
credit card details and passwords, with the intention of sending the data to the scammers ata later
time..

Microsoft stated, "As a matter of company policy, Microsoft will never send you an executable
attachment. If you get an e-mail that claims to be a security notification with an attachment,
delete it. It is always a spoof ."
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
